Application

KENT Bed & Uphelstery Vacuum Cleaner is an ideal appliance for cleaning bed sheets,
pillows and pillow covers, quilts, blankets, couches, curtaing, sola seats, etc. Il uses a twin
mechanism of agitator brush & vacuum suction, atang wilth ultraviclet disinfection technique to
give a spot less. dust and germ free ambiance.

While using KENT Bed & Upholstery Vacuum Cleaner with UV disinfection on, please place it
on the horizontal surface 1o be cleaned and ensure that the gap between the surface and
appliance is not mare than 5 cm and that the angle between surface and the appliance is less
than 30 degree. Mave the vacuum cleaner fram end to and lor cleaning and disinfection with
shaw spead.

Cleaning Modes

For your convenience, the appliance comes wilh three different modes. These different modes
allow you 1o select paricular sellings lor cleaning specific surfaces, to batter suit your
cleaning neads.

Mode 1- Vacuum + Rotating Agitator + UV Lamp

I this mode, the applianca uses tha UV-C radiation to kill dust mites, bacteria and other harmul
arganisms, rotating agitator to kosen any dust and suction 1o 500D T up.

To use the appliance in this mode,

1. Place the appliance on the surface o be cleanad.
2. Connect the apphance (o power supply.

3. Press the onioff button,

The appliance is now in Vacuum, Rotating Agitator and UV-C Lamp mode. The mode would ba
indicatad by the 3 indicater lamps (D1, D2 & D3).



Mode 2 - Vacuum + Rotating Agitator Mode

seoop it up.

To use the applianca in this mode,

1, Place the appliance on the surface 10 be cleaned.

2, Connect the appliance (0 power supply.

3. Press the onjoll button.

4, Prass the fJunction bution once to switch off the UV lamgp.

Mode 3- Vacuum + UV-C Lamp Mode

In this made, the appliance uses UV-C radiation 1o kill dust mites, bacteria and other harmiul
organisms and sucton mode 1o scoop it up.

To use the appliance in this mode,

1. Place the appliance an the surface 1o be cleansd.

2. Connect the appliance 1o power supply,

3. Press the onjoff button.

4, Press the function bution twice to switch off the rofating agitator.

The appliance is now in Vacuum + UV mode, The mode would be indicated by the 2 indicalor
famps (D1 & D3).

At any lime during use, press the onfoll button to switch off the appliance.

Waming: In orcer 10 aveid accidental injury, the UV-C lamp will automatically shut if the
appliance and the cleaning surface has a gap of more than Scm or i the angle is more than 30
degrees, Never stare at the Uv-Lamp while the appliance Is on of is connected to the main
power supahy.

Note: The LV light might not work with dark coloured matiress due 1o cleaning surface detecior
nat beaing able to detect claaning surface with dark colowr.

Cleaning and Maintenance

Switch olf and unpleg the appliance from mains powar supgply.
Remove the dust canister by pulling the canister upward,
Rotate dust canister cover and remove tha fitter cone.

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Cleaning of Filters

=  To maintain optimum cleaning performance, regularty clean dust, air infat and cone filler
will water.

*  The fillers can be washed with lukewarm walter,
+* Do not put them in the washing machine or dishwasher.

Note: Bafore refitting filters, dry them for at least 24 hours. Do not use a hair dryer 1o dry the
filters. Make sure that the appliance is not connecled io the main power supply.

Warning: The cleaner requires regular filter cleaning. Failure 1o clean your fillers may resut in air
blockage, overhaating and product failure. This may invalidale your warranty,

Cleaning of Agitator Brush

Warning: The vacuum cleanss handle and brush moler conlain slecincal connactions, he
handle and brush motor are not serviceable parts.

6. After cleaning, replace the agitator cover and secure the cover in place using the scraw,

Cleaning Surface Detector

It is recommended fo regularly clean the surface detectors localed at the bottom of the
appliance with a colton swab,

Cleaning UV Lamp

It is recommended to regularty chean the surlace of tha UV lamp, use a dry and soft cloth or
collon swab 1o gantly wipe claan the lamp.

Warning: The UV lamp canno! be replaced and repaired by the user. Do not try 10 dismanile the
appliance on your own 1o replace the UV [amp.

Do not use the applance if cord or plug is damaged or worn out. Beplace the darmaged cond
of plug immediately.

Do not iry to service the appliance on your own, Send It 1o an authorized service center.

MNever use cord as a handle, close door on cord, of pull cord around sharp edges of Cormers.
Keep cord away from heated surfaces.

Do not unpiug the appliance by pulling the cord. Always unplug by pulling the plug and not
the cord.

To avoid electric shocks, do not use the appliance with wal hands.
